On April 3rd and 4th, 2003, the University of Limoges (France) hosted a
 meeting of the Coordination Internationale des Chercheurs en Littérature
 Populaire et Culture Médiatique (LPCM) dedicated to the notion of genre. In
 the study of mass literature and media culture, few concepts can lead to
 more clear-cut positions than this one, either for or against. The subject was
 therefore an ideal one to stimulate vigorous exchange, which did take place
 to everybody's satisfaction.
