international scolarly conferences in 
the humanities and social sciences 

travel grants to Canadian scholars 
who are members of governing boards or 
hold other exective responsibilities 
in international scholarly organi­
zations 

aid to the secretaries of interna­
tional organizations during the time 
when they are located in Canada. 

INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION, WHICH INCLU­
DES 

grants to facilitate international 
collaborative research 

a program of exchanges between the 
Social Sciences and Humanities 
Research Council and the Academy of 
Sciences of Hungary.
