"PSYCHOLOGICAL MOMENT" 

It may urprise tho· who have not con-
ultcd th "N w 0 for ,nglish Dictionary" 

that the trite b1.1t populat· phra e "p~ycholo­
gical moment'' is illcgimat in origin and 
d ri ory in application. 

Thi. phras , as it has be n employed, is 
intended to signify ''the exact moment,'' 
and, with this connotation in view, hns be n 
-uttered with such frrqucncy and printed 
with uch regularity that th editor of th 
"'New xford Dictionary'' con ider d that 
jt des I' d more than a m re passing notice. 

B 'for rd rring 1o th criticism of the 
yhra.qe and its connotatio~s a~ givrn by this 
incomparable thesaurus, It m1ght be advan­
tageous to define the words of the ph rn c 
· eparatcly and then to compare the ~cfinitions 
.obtained with its uppo cd connotation. 

The word 1 1 psych logical'' connotes ' 1 of or 
pertaining to psychology'' and Professor 
Ladd defines psychology as 'the description 
.and explanation of tates of consciousness as 
.such." 'l'he word "moment" refers to a 
.. minute portion of time." Now how the cus­
-tomary definition of this phrase may be 
.made to harmonize with the foregoing con­
.notation of each word is a problem .. which, in 
jts lf, is difficult to understand. · 

However, iu order to explain somewhat 
·more fully this phrase and its connotation, 
·namely-" psychological mom nt,' and 11 the 
.exact moment, 11 it will b necc sary to exam­
ine their origin and history. 

During the war of 1870 the Germans laid 
icge to Paris and, after employing considcr­

.able :trat gy and patience, reduced , the 
French to such a pitiful state of famine .and 
helplc. sness that civil di sension aro e. A 
.German newspaper asserted that the prim­
.ary purpose of the bombardment was to 
work upon the imagination of the Parisians 

o that the ''exact moment'' upon which to 
.act could b e~timated by the Germans. 

But ''the phrase'' with its expression was 
due to an error of translation: the German 
periodicals bad intended their phrase "DaM 
psychologi he moment" to be translated as 
''the psychological momentum or potent fac­
tor''; but the Parisians, in translating it, 
.confused th phrase with another German 
.cxprcH!:!ion,-' 'der psychologisehe moment'' 
in which the "moment" is used to indicate a 
point of time. 

However, the Pari ian attributed the error 
to Orrman pedantry and the wits of Paris 
forthwith ridiculed the phrase ' 1 das psycbo­
logi'4rh moment,' '-they had not much mat­
erial for merriment or mockery in those tragic 
davs
