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ALLAN R. BEVAN, is Assistant Professor of English, Dalhousie
University, and Assistant Editor of The Dalhousie Review. He
obtained his B.A. degree at the University of Saskatchewan, his
M.A. at the University of Manitoba, and his Ph.D. at the Univer-
sity of Toronto.

GEORGE WOODCOCK, Assistant Professor of English at the Univer-
sity of Washington, Seattle, is a native of Winnipeg whose writings
are internationally known. He has published books on biography,
