U. S. criminal court by Augustus Lotofira, 
LL. D., before his Honour Mr. Justice 
Hollowhead and the twelve gentlemen 
iur,ors in the ca e of The Peoples v. Phyllis 
Phvver. ;) 
11 Your Honour and Gen~lemen of the Jury: 

The evidence· of the prosec1,1tion has 
been deposed. You hav heard the testi· 
mony of the family of the accused, of her 
maid, and of the other witnes c of the 
deplorable tragedy. None of thi , gentle· 
hlen, do I venture to contradict. I admit 
that all th evidence ia ~ irlst my client. 
But, your Honour and Gentlemen of the 
Jury, it is not the task of the defence to 
prove that the accused did not commit 
the crime. Ha she ·not admitted it her .. 
self? It 1S our task to show that, under 
th . circumstance , the deed wa wholly 
jus tfi ble,· and that, if there be any Jus .. 
tice under Heaven, the e.ccused should 
be· immediately and unconditionally ac .. 
quitted. 

Lit nie briefly rehear e the facts and lay 
my arguments before you. The accused, 
Phyllis Flivver, daughter of F. Hee.a 
Flivver, formetly of D co.tur, Ill., bqt 
recently of New Port, R. I ., on the fouf· 
teenth day of S ptember, in this y ar of 
our Lord, · 1916, becatne betrothed to 
Harold Hofb u, stroke-oar of the Yale 
crev.·, 1 der of th dunior cotillion, some" 
tim n upon Wall street, but mor 
frequ ntly on Fifth avenu .
