\Ve note with regret the alarming rise in fees a1 the L:niversity 
of Manitoba, and while we recognize the existence of an unfortu­
nate situat=on there and the need for drastic action, it hardly seems 
justifiable or fair that the students should bear the brunt of the 
sudden financial burden imposed upon the University. But when 
such a situation appears within the walls of our college when 
the fees are raised to such a great extent without the apparent 
e.xistence of a pressing need, then the student should he entitled to 
an explanation. 

It has been said that we ''move in a world of qualifications 
and ironies." Just what are the qualifications for a higher educa­
t ion? Is real academic worth going to be given its true valuation 
or has a college education become the privijege and a pleasure 
open only to the wealthy? Many students this year have had to 
forego the training and advantages of a University career because 
of financial stringency. It must be remembered too, that summer 
positi.pns formerly open to students have been closed to them. 
In the light of such things, and when we consider the fact that 
money is not as plentiful as it used to be, we feel that the action of 
those in authority has been ill advised, and entirely out of sym­
pathy with the student body. Surely, if financial needs are so 
pressing, other means can be utilized than to thrust the burden 
upon the students themselves.

A Socialist's Threat?-Cen­
tral Europe-German Logie-

Mr. Elmer Davis, in a provo­
cative article in Harper's, has 
taken the position that in the 
fprthcomi,ng election in the Unit­
ed States, the choice between 
Democrat and Republican 'is 
si.mply one of that between in­
compe_tence and incompetence. 
What then is the rational thina 
to do? Simply vote for Mr~ 
Norman 1 homas, the Socialist 
candidate. Mr. Davis is not so 
ignorant of politics as to have 
any hope that l\1r. Thomas will 
succeed. His purpose is, that 
is if the Socialists can muster 
enough votes, to throw a scare 
into both the other parties so as 
to awaken them from their 
present apathy. Howe\ er it is 
diflicult to see just \\h); this 
plan should be able to accom­
plish that which no other or more 
rationally considered plan has 
been able to do, or just how 
l\1r. Dm·is would set about 
getting that many \ 'Otes for 1\Ir. 
Thomas. 

On Monday, the fifth of last 
month, there was opened on 
1vionoon in Stressa, on the shores 
of Lake l\Iaggiore, the confer­
ence which is to examine the 
economic reconstruction of Cen­
tral and Eastern Europe. A­
mong the problems facing the 
experts who have gathered there 
from se,·enteen countries are 
those of ftozen credits, trade 
barriers and the agrarian situa­
tion. The l\Ianchester Guard­
ian correspondent writes that 
''The suggestion of quotas, coup­
led with a discus::.ion of prefer­
ences, seems to indicate that 
the tariff reductions for certain 
agricultural products no longer 
finds any serious opposition, and 
that Europe's great Powers plus 
Czecho-Slovakia and Austria arc 
ready to grant such preferences 
to the Agrarian countries. To 
those who have carefully watch-­
ed the gradual slowing down of 
commercial enterprises in these 
countries since the war, i.t ·s 
encouraging news; it is to be 
reg1 etted that matters had to 
reach such a state as they have 
before it was fully realized that 
preferences or quotas must be 
granted in Eastern Europe in 
order to make the Agrarian 
countries better markets for the 
industrial cities. Even now re­
lief is by no means assured. 

Germans have long been noted 
for their rigid adherence to the 
forms of logic. Even during the 
Great \Var there was a remark­
able coincidence between their 
logical conclusions and their in­
terest:;. However, the logicians 
of the Allies were not to be so 
easily duped . and their argu­
ment~ were duccted at German 
premtses much as the Allied 
gun~ we:e directed at German 
fort1ficat~ons. But in the de­
mand of Germany for rearma­
ment it is diiTicult to pick a 
flaw in thci,r arguments. Thei1 
F;neign Minister, Baron von 
;.'\eur<;tth recently said "\\'e want 
equahty and not an increase of 
a1maments. \\'e ha\ e waited 
now more than ten years for the 
fulfilm~nt of our claim." Ger­
~nany h~e France demands secut­
Jty, wh_1ch to her means putting 
herself 111 a slate of defence what­
ever happens. Here a new and 
danger m~ situation ~s created 
because (,ermany on account of 
her geographic positiun cannot 
put herself in a state of defence 
or security without rearming' 
In other words she must be­
come what she was in 1918 _ a 
gr~at military and naval po~ver. 
It ~s fo.r the ?ther nations to stop 
qlllb~lmg With words and tn set 
a fittmg example.
