As long as we a•re sure Russia is Lower Sloblbovia, it is easy <to 
believe that America is Paradise with .power steering, and bhat Free 
Enterprise made 1t thu:;. 

Butt when we face tlhe fact that Russia will soon be as pros­
perous as we are (TV in every home, pJ.oenlty to eart; and dninlk, a fine 
vacation ever'Y years) we will have to jebtison a nurrnlber of comfort­
aibl.e economic truisms of ours, and return to some of those funda­
mentals that prosperity seems to have obscured. 

We must relearn, aJpparently, that man does not live 'by 'Mead 
along· and so we must again learn to prize owr freedom, not our 
jprosp~r1ty, above all things .. For freedom is wlhat we have, and 
what Russia under Communism can never have; and all the over-
fulfihled. qu~as in the 'WOrLd cannot alter this fact. • 

Also we must see to 1t that ou;r society is spiritually rioh, not 
just gadget-rich. W1tlh :the 30-hour week on its way, tile question 
"Wlhat are we going to do wifu ahl our leisure?" loorru; langer and 
1all'ger. We've got to learn to use this leisure to create a meaniDgfu!l 
society w'hiC'h mainltains a reference !beyond itsel!f. 

For without this larger franle of rererence, no socieby can 
endure. Unless we care <to preserve and enlarge this vitall. quallity 
lin our society we'd better fill the Hbraries wi<th engineering text­
books, replace' the cathedrals with gas stati~ns·, and settle down to a 
wonderfully prosperous, utterly circulaJr exiStence.

Stratford, Ontario gave the dt·ama starved !population of Halifax an 
opportunity to view Canada's best in dramatic entertainmelnt with their 
productions of &hakespeare's Hamlet and Ibsen's Peer Gynt. In tJ:te 
first play William Butt's interpreltation of Hamlet was interesting m 
its approach to the "To be or not to be" soliloquy. One expects this 
played on a semi-dark stage as the Prince of Denmark WEl\ighs the 
issues before him. Hutt pondered on one corner of the stage while 
the "nymph in her orisons" Ophelia knelt in another. However, Butt's 
rather effeminate gestures with his hands led me to feet that here 
in Hamlet was not "a noble mind" but a rather vaccilating weak 
character. 

The Peer Gynt show was tremendous, or "real swell" to use the 
Nova Scotian vernacular. Bruno Gerussi made a masterful Peer, and 
the bits of stage business brought appreciative applause from the 
audience. Ibsen's play, I think is difficult to stage intelligibly for an 
audience but the staging, and obvious good dir~tion of featured Strat­
ford !player Douglas Campbell made this the hit of the series. Many 
thanks to the Junior League of Halifax, and a wish that more· of the 
same might be brought to this Eastern Canadian port.

JOSEPH HOWE PRIZES FOR POETRY 
JAMES DeMILLE PRIZES FOR PROSE 

The attention of candidate.J! for these prizes is drMVn to the fol­
lowing regulations adopted by the Senate to govern the awards: 

1. Candidates for these priz~ must be registered in at least 
three classes in Dalhousie University. 

2. Candidates may submit not more than four poems for the 
J os~h Howe Prize. The poems may be epic, lyric or dramatic, and 
they may be of any length. 

3. Candidates for the DeMille Prize may submit more than one 
manuscript. The term "tt>say" is to 'be liberally construed to include 
sh01t stories and descriptive sketches as well as essays proper upon 
any literary, historic or philosophic subject. Essays propel!.' should be 
about the length of an ordinary review article, i.e., of between 4,000 
and 6,000 words; but originality of thought, freshness of treatment, 
style, etc., will be chiefly considered by the Jury of Alward. 

4. Candidates are recommended to choose Canadian themes. 
5. Three typewritten copies of each comtposi'tion must be sent in 

by the competitor. These compositions must be typewritten, upon 
one side of the sheet only. They must not be signed !by the candidate, 
but a pseudonym is to be ty,pe.d at the end of each manuscript and 
after the pseudonym a staJtement as to whether or not a first or 
second or no prize has b~ previously awarded the writer. They are 
to be accompanied by a sealed enhelope bearing in one corned', in type­
writing, the same pseudonym and addrelssed in typewriting to the 
"Jury of Award, Joseph Howe English Poem !Prize", or "James De­
Mille English Essay Prize", as the case may be. The envelope shall 
contain in typewriting the pseudonym, the titles of the poems or essays, 
os the case• may ibe, and the candidate's name. 

6. No prize will he awarded for any composition unless it attains 
to a high standard of merit. 

7. Successful comtpositions shall become the prQI>erty of the Uni­
VeJrsity, and shall be available for publication in the Dalhousie Review 
without remuneration. 

8. In the poetry contest no winner of a first prize is eligible to 
compete again, and no winner of .a selcond prize is eligible for a second 
prize in a subsequent year. 

9. In the prose contest no winner of a first prize is elligible to 
compete again, and no winner of a second prize is eligible for a second 
prize in a subsequent year. 

10. The winnetr of a prize in the poetry contest is not barred 
from competing in the prose contest, and vice >Versa. 

11. Compositions must be handed in to the Reglistrar's Office on 
or belfore March ln. 

N.B.--Attention is called to the fact that only Dalhousie students 
are eligible for these !prizes.
