In lnterfac Debating 
Win Beer Parlor Dispute 
e SHOULD HALIFAX have beer 
parlors? If the answer may be 
g-iven according to the debate held 
'J'uec;day night in the Common 
Room, t:1e answer is yes. The win­
ners of the debate were the Arts & 
Science represeutatives, defending 
the affirmative to the judgment of 
Professor Mercl'l·. 

The first speaker for the affirma­
tive, Hany Rhude, argued that 
with beer parlors we would have 
better standards of drinking. He 
said that the ability to drink 
properly is very hard to achieve 
and we should learn the propE>l' 
way in moderation. 

Al Baccardax argued from the 
moral standpoint. His chief point 
was the corruption of :routh and 
the misleading of our younger set. 

'l'he second affirmative speaker, 
J. Harri;;, argued on the phase of 
industrial employment and city 
pride. He compared Montreal to 
Halifax from the visitor's point of 
view. 

Berney Creighton for the nega­
tive used government control and 
restriction for his argument. He 
held that beer parlors in Halifax 
could not have these principles but 
would become private enterprise 
with profit motives. 

Hal Thompson argued for the 
nec.d of revision in our methods of 
drinking and the social solutions to 
this problem caused by the intro­
duction of beer parlors. 

Bill Menchions for the nega­
tive used temptation of youth as 
his debate. He stated that beer 
parlors would only add to this 
temptation 

Professor Mercer, in his criticism 
of the debate, said the presenta­
tions were very good; he made a 
number of comments to help the 
debaters in future work. 

Pine Hill, Shirreff 
Hall Students Protest 
Government Action 
e AT A MASS MEETING last 
week, the students of Pine Hill 
Residence decid~d. to send a protest 
to the Go,·ernment concerning one 
clause of Bill 15 of the ational 
Emergency Powers Act. The ub­
ject was inh1oduced by Earl Leard, 
the l'nl>t', whn explained that this 
bill was tu replace the War Meas­
ures Act, and to renew the Gov­
ernment's absolute power to act 
t h r o u g h order-in-council. The 
clause to which objection was made 
was in Section (1), Clause (g), 
which would give the Governor-in­
council power over "entry into 
f'anada, exclusion and deportation, 
and revocation of nationality." 
The revocation of nationality has 
hitherto been impossible, and it 
was felt that this power should not 
be given to the Govemor-in-Col!ncil 
since it might be used immediately 
to take away the citizenship of 
Canadians of Japanese origin whom 
the Government wishes to deport, 
and might be used later against 
other groups. Said one veteran: 
"That's against all that we've been 
fighting for!" The students ex­
pressed themselves as being oppos­
ed to racial discrimination in any 
form. H was decided to wire pro­
tests to all members in the Federal 
house from Nova Scotia and Prince 
Edward Island. as well as to House 
Leaders. A oommittee was ap­
pointed, consisting of AI Blakeney, 
Cliff Stewart, and Blair Colborne, 
to look after the details. In ad­
dition, students from Cape Breton 
South, and Pictou counties, wired 
their own members privately. 

A group at Shirreff Hall sent 
protests to the House Leaders as 
well.

In Inauguration Speech 
e TO SEND YOU G PEOPLE out into the world with a hio·h 
se~se o_f Moral right is one of the chief responsibilities ot a 
umve1~s1ty .. S? said. Dr. A. E. ~{err in his inaugmal address 
followmg his mductwn as. Pres1d~nt of Dalhousie University 
by Lt. Colonel K. C. Laune, Chairman of the Board of Gov­
ernors, last Tuesday afternoon in the Dal Gym. 

The impressive and colourful 
ceremony proved one of the out­
standing events of the province as 
many distinguished pe,rsonalities 
attended, among them, the Lieuten­
ant-Governor, Dr. Kendall; Briga­
dier Stewart, D.O.C.M. of M.D. 6; 
Mayor Butler, Dr. Cyrus MacMil­
lan, Chancellor of McGill Univer­
sity. 

Gratitude For Victory 

After expressing the gratitude 
we should feel for our great vic­
tory over the terrible Nazi tyran­
ny, the President outlined, in his 
opinion, what the great services of 
a university are. 

A university, he said, is a collec­
ticm of scholars and teachers in 
the interests of promoting learn­
ing: 

( 1) The maintenance of these in­
stitutions is one of the sacred du­
ties of a society. 

(2) It is a school for training 
the mind to disentangle the scheme 
of thought and draw right conclu­
sions. 

(3) It offers instructions in 
special skills. 

( 4) It is an agency for passing 
on the rich accumulated treasures 
of the thoughts of mankind. In this 
way we can arrive at sountl true 
judgments; . we can come to know 
and love good. The supreme sci­
ence is the science of good and 
evil.. All young people should be 
instructed in this study and :-o de­
velop a keen sense of moral valuc~. 

Need of Government Funds. 

Dr. Kerr expressed the opinion 
that Dalhousie fulfills these func­
tions, but he added that the uni­
versity cannot be expected to carry 
on with only private endowments. 
If further resources are given by 
lhe government Dalhousie could do 
wonders. 

Tn a short address D. L. Suther­
land, head of the Students' Coun­
cil, welcomed Dr. Kerr and ex­
presRed appreciation for his inter­
est in student activities. 

Warm welcomes were also given 
by Dean MacDonald of the Law 
School, Dr. Tt·ueman, and Lt. Col. 
Laurie.

days each year when we are expected to give 
special attention to that system which pre­
pares our youth for the responsible positions 
in society they will one day occupy as adults. 
And at this time we should investigate, and 
discover whether our system has progressed 
at a satisfactory rate since last we considered 
it-not that the system is an end itself, and, 
like a machine, turns out periodically so many 
doctors, lawyers, book-keepers, and trades­
men, all the while requiring little more than 
general supervision and, that it may keep pace 
with the more recent advances of science, the 
conscientiou installation of the latest parts. 

As Dr. Kerr pointed out in his inaugural 
address, Nova Scotians desiring to take ad­
vanced work must joumey to t:entntl Cnnada 
or the United States, and .this yeat·, when 
coPeg·«:>s everywhere are fHled h<>yoncl capadty, 
they have been tumf'd duwn in many in­
stances in favor <•f ntore lucal applicants. 
Nova Scotia has the wealth, the c-onnection, 
nnd the background to ~upport the finest uni­
versity in the land. Rather than do this, 
however, she -struggles manfully to mnin1 ain 
half a dozen of a poorer t}1)e. 

The production of good citizens is not an 
industry that lends itself naturally to th 
principles of car manufacturing, though there 
has always been a strong tendency in man­
kind to abuse it in this way. Yet, among 
large populations, some sort of organization 
is necessary, its aim being, in the idenl sense, 
to provide the greatest op]1ortunity for the 
largest numbers to expose thenu;elves to the 
truest sources of every kind of knowlrdge. 
With this in mind we look to the systPm. 

~ or i , this idea of a single state··Snbsidized 
university entirely utopian: someday 1t will 
have to become a realitv. Om· half dozen in­
stitutions are now tinitnced hy g·overnment 
grPnts and suhscl'i])tions from the general 
public, but chiefly by contributions from large 
})hilantr011hic OJ'ganizations like the llocke­
feller Foundation. These org·anizations repre­
sent the J"P<;ichw of forttmes of tiH' vnst 
number of the lntst cC>ntnl·v's millionnires. To­
day. due to the introduction of more and more 
social leg·isla1 ion. the ranks or these million­
aires are sadly dwincllinp·, nnd presentlr thii'\ 
source of revenue for cduca Lion will becom<' 
extinct. Fm-thermore, with the accelemtion 
in sneed of travel, the best universities. re­
gardless of their situations, will atb·act all 
notential students. and ours will be comp0lled 
to Y!'lise their standards or collapse. 

Approximately fourteen inc:;titutions in the 
Maritimes-at least six in Nova Scotia-grant 
a bachelor of arts degree. None of them are 
particularly good, and most not even recog­
mzed by the top-ranking universities on this 
continent. The western provinces, with a 
population well over twice that of the Mari­
times, have only five such institutions, all 
financed by the state, and while they are com­
paratively still in their infancy, the progress 
they have made is astonishing. 

Nova Scotia, however, 'vill neYer ;1ttem11t 
such a ventm·f' :J~ an amalgamation of P:<:ist­
ing colleges· until It is too late. The public 
have alwavs heen rellld<mt to reali7.e thnt :tn 
investment in their edn<'a1ional system iR the 
soundest they cnn make in resprct to thei1· 
J1l'OS]1eritv. both economic and otherwi~e. 

LETTERS to t~e ~dito'L 
REPLY TO MR. LOVELACE 

e IN VIEW OF THE letter in 
last week's "Gazette" re Japanese­
Canadians, I think that it is time 
some vf the facts of the situation 
were brought forth. But first, I 
would like to deal with the glaring 
misunderstanding revealed in Mr. 
Lovelace's letter. Hif' blind race 
prejudice ha~ apparently obscured 

'his rPason. The country mentioned 
in Para. 4 of Miss Rattee's letter 
is obviously GNmany, as Mr. Love­
lace :;hould be especially aware, 
and the Japanese mentioned are 
those in Canada, lR,OOO of whon1 
are Canadian citizens. Our alti­
tude towards our .fellow-citizem; 
should not be determined by the 
acts of other people in another 
country. 

During the war, 21,000 Japanese­
Canadians on the West Coast were 
put into concentration camps. 
There wa~ no evidencP again;;t 
them, yet because of their color 
they were presumed to have 
dangerous ideas. Why were not 
the Germans and Italian!" presumed 
to have similar dangerous idea~? 
The principle behind this action is 
of the utmo;;t potential menace to 
!lemocJacy. Their property was 
~eized and sold, and all theil' rights 
::ts citizt!ns were dif;regarded. i\Ir. 
Lovelace states that "only untrust­
worthies were interned", while tlw 
fact is that all Japanese were seiz­
ed, without evidence. In the word!=! 
of Prime Minister Mackenzie King, 
the Japanese-Canadians "have been 
guilty of no act of sabotage and 
have manife!.'ted no disloyalty even 
during periods or utmost trial." 

In Para's 6 & 7, Mr. Lovelace 
dt'als with (or rather evades) the 
fact that the Japanese-Canadians 
have the lowest criminal record of 
::my group in Canada. IIis di. cus­
:oion of Japan is entirely irrelevant. 

Incidentally, with regard to reli­
J:don, does Mr. LovelacP know that 
in Hl31 there wert' 7,239 Japanese 
Christians in British Columbia­
one-third of the total Japanese 
population"! The remainder, a. far 
as I can find, are largely indifferent 
to any religion. 

At the present time, tlw vast 
majority or our Canadian-Japaneso 
are Rtill in camps, and our Govern­
ment is rushiug arrangements to 
!'hip more than 10,00 to Japan. In 
Canada, they are not allowed to 
vote, cannot buy land, and can only 
rPnt it for a period of one year! 
Are these the rights of Canadian 
citizenship"! I hPliPve that it is 
the duty of all Christians and all 
believers in democracy to oppost• 

the Government'. action, and to sea 
to it that the restrictions placed on 
one gr.oup of citizens are lifted. If 
this is not done, then a totalitarian 
spectre looms on the horizon!

Two columns ago Cana­
dian Campus reported Intercolle­
gi:tte Sport is hack; back with all 
tl\(' lrinllnings, songs, yells, par­
lit· and >l'hool spirit, but a school 
spi1·it whieh in some eases forgot 
the limits of good taste. "How 
far ~hou ld sl'hool spirit go," the 
( 'anadian Universitil's were asked, 
'";uul when do<•s it become vandal­
i. 111 "!" Ill'l·t· is the answer. 

Limit Muf!t Be Set 
I~rom ea.sl to west university 

students ag-ree that limits must be 
set lo manifestations of school 
spirit. Student demonstrations of 
colll'ge loyalty, no mater how en­
thu. iastic, must not extend to the 
tk'sl•ruction of property. When this 
happens, all reports agree that 
!<l'houl s pi1·it is no longer school 
spirit but has become vandalism. 
F.n•t'YUlll' has a good word to say 
fol" scho,ll spirit as such: it is an 
i r.di;prnsible part of collPge life. 
'l'he University of Montreal says, 
"it is the base on which student 
al'tivitit>s a•re built." 

"School spil·it," says the Univer­
;: ity of Manitoba, ''should go just 
~o fat· and no farther. When dem­
onstrations cam:;e damage to pro­
petty, and annoyance to bystanders 
they should cease, because while 
still l'.chool spirit it becomes a re­
flection on the school. There is a 
time and place for everything. 
Students have every right to pride 
in the institution they attend, but 
fenc:es pulled down and a defence­
less public kept from sleep, there 
c;c:hool spirit should stop." 

~o Genuine Hard Feeling 
The University of New Bruns­

wick reports, "UNB, like many 
unh·ersities, has n pwrticular arch­
rival, and we consider burning the 
!'ffigy of '.Jount Allison, snake 
uances, torch parades sufficient 
demonstration of our defiance. 
There is no genuine hard feeling 
or thought of vandalism or vio­
lence. As a matteo.· of fact we like 
our enemy." 

."Vandalism may be a mistaken 
idea of spirit and an excuse for 
rowdiness," according to Queen's 
U riversit~, "and has no connection 
with true school spirit." 

S'tudcnt opinion agrees with the 
\'it•w that vandalism is usually the 
work of an irre. ponsible few who 
h:1 ,.,. 110 •real school spirit. As 
McCill University observes, "van­
dalism is a love of destruction for 
dPsl ruction's sake, in it there is 
110 thought of .chool, spirit of 
school, OJ' pride in school. 

A McGill freshman gave the 
final word on the subject. When 
a~ked his opinion, he hugged the 
f<•Jwlh' que,;tioner, and said, "That 
is school spirit, anymore would be 
vandalsm."

· It waf; thl• unanimous opinion of 
the Forum that the person with a 
good general education would 
pro\·e more valuable to the firm in 
the long- t·un. He could eaRily he 

- trained to do the work, and would 
he in a bett<>•· position to advanc(' 
and cany r<$ponsibilities. 

One suggestion of great interest 
waf; that the Federal Government 
. hould control all public school edu­
'r·ation. This would standardize the 
t•urril'ulum and the methods of 
teaehing-, thus enabling students 
11 hn movl' from one province to an­
•tiH'r to sutfer lei!': disruption in 

their t>ducation. We must bear in 
11ind, however, the fact that the 
l'rovince of Quebec would be very 
much again. t such centralization 

!t. vas the opinion of all that 
!'OIIlJ!Uisory education should con­
I inue until lhe age of 18 and that 
aflPr that age parL-time sclwoling 
.-ould Uf' enforced.
