. _.:.__ The last number of THE DALHOUSIE REVIEW carried the - - -
valedictory of its first and only Editor, Dr. H. L. Stewart, 

. Professor of Philosophy in Dalhousie University. In that 
·valedictory he modestly referred to the original purpose of the 

._ .· REVIEW, as set forth in the Salutation prepared by him, and the 
··:~extent to which this pw·pose had been realized under his direc­

tion; and also bespoke for his successor the support of con­
tributors and subscribers alike in order that this work might 
still be continued. 

In presenting this number to our readers, we wish to pay 
tribute to both the faith and the a.chievements of the retiring 
Editor. To prove that THE DALHOUSIE REVIEW was an act 
of faith, it is necessary only to recall that its first number 

--. appeared barely nine months after The University Magazine , 
a joint venture of three universities, Dalhousie, McGill and 
Toronto, had ceased publication with the second number of 
its 19th volume in April, 1920. Obviously, it needed strong 
faith to attempt alone what three universities had grown dis­
heartened in doing; but this faith, though not shared by many 
of his colleagues in Dalhousie, was professed and effectively 
propagated by Dr. Stewart. Moreov~r. when The Review 
Publishing Company, Limited had been organized and an 
editorial board set up, it was Dr. Stewart who prepared the 
prospectus and initiated the project; and, throughout the inter­
vening twenty-six years, he has borne the burden of obtaining 
contributors and reviewers and of editing their contributivns 
to such an extent as almost to relieve us of any responsibility 
for the general character of the publication, or the exacting 
labour of seeing it through the press. 

In assuming this responsibility now, we are, therefore, more 
deeply conscious of our indebtedness to him; and, in expressing 
out gratitude to him for his great services in the past as Editor, 
we also wish to express our pleasure in having him still on our 
Board to give us of his rich experience.
