Sturgis, Sask., Aug. 17—Tossed several times by a bull, Nick Toma
had his arm broken, his chest crushed and ribs smashed before
he was able to get clear of the animal.

Rosseau, Ont., Aug. 14—Postmaster H. F. C. Jones suffered a
burn on his arm and was momentarily blinded when a letter which
contained toy caps exploded as he was stamping it.
