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The Future of Dalhousie Medical School 
By DR. H. G . GRANT 

Because of acceleration of classes du ring the war period there is no grad­
uation class this year, so this message is intended for the medical students and 
those who are interested in medicine. 

The Dalhousie Medical School has a noble tradition. I t was founded by 
a small group of sincere physicians who believed in e:lucation, and at no small 
sacrifice to themselves and without any thought of personal gain passed on the 
torch to eager hands so that medical education was kept alive in Nova Scotia. 
This same tradition of the founders has continued to the present time and 
has been responsible for the high regard which the School enjoys not only in 
our own province bu t throughou t Canada and the Uni ted States. 

The School has laboured under great difficulties in the past- lack of funds 
limited facilities and meag re equipment. In the future we hope to have none 
of these troubles as the need of a Medical School of high standards in the Mari­
times is now accepted. The Governments of Nova Scotia and Newfou'ndland 
are most kindly disposed- Prince Edward Island and New Brunswick will 
soon see the light . 

We will advance with the times. Due to the wisdom and foresight of the 
Government of Nova Scotia our future students will have access to the finest 
teaching hospi tal in Canada. On our own campus there will soon be viewed 
a new Anatomy Building and also a bui lding long awaited , an Institute of 
Medical Research . 

The Medical School will take on duties hitherto untouched. Post-graduate 
instruction will be given in Medicine, Surgery, Obstetrics and Diseases of Children 
and much needed well t rained specialists will be avai lable for strategic points 
throughout our constituency. This School will assume the response for Phar­
macy and for Nursing Education. The present course in Pharmacy, good as 
it is, will be revised and improved and the University will put its seal of approval 
on the future pharmacy of the Maritimes. The School of Nursing too will 
improve and nurses of all grades will be more efficiently trained. 

All this will necessitate still more money- more buildings- more equipment, 
but with the friends the School now has and will continue to make , all these 
needs will be met.

Too many courses tell him throughout what he is seeing 
so that he memorizes the account of a trip which he never took. His head 
was buried in the guide book." 

This passage from the Harvard Committee's recently published "General 
Education in a Free Society" recalled an impulse many years ago to tell a young 
tourist in Cantebury Cathedral that if she would only keep her eyes open to 
what was about her instead of checking off the items in her Baedeker as the 
verger talked about them she could carry home a vision that would remain 
through .Iife , 

Such spoon feeding has no place in the university either in the "practical" 
work of the professional schools or in the supposedly more contemplative pursuit 
of the humanities or the sciences, despite the conviction of some students that 
education means accumulating facts. True, the world is full of a number of 
things: we cannot list them all , but the university can teach us how to find 
our way among them. Happy the student who discovers this early in the 
course.

If college spirit has been in the doldrums at Dalhousie for the past decade. 
this year has seen a surprising shift in the winds. Wi th packed grand-stands 
and ringing cheers in vogue throughout, extra~curricular activity came out of 
its shell. girded its loins and took a new lease on life 

On the intercollegiate sports scene powerful Dal squads competed in foot­
ball. hockey. boxing. swimming. tennis and badmington competition with 
Black and Gold entries copping Maritime championships in the last two div­
isions. At last reports Dal basketballers had advanced to the provincial inter-

collegiate finals and were setting the scene for 
a two-day Maritime invitation meet to be held 
in the gym. 

Soccer. football and basketball aggregations also 
competed successfully in local city circuits while 
broadened and better-organized interfaculty 
leagues kept scores of students gamefully occupied 
on a round-the-season schedule. 

As to the biggest single upset of the year- i t 
was unquestionably the feat of Tiger hockeyists 
in meting out a 7-2 victory over Fred Kelly's 
Axemen. 

A noteworthy achievement was the organ­
izations of Don Warner's Dal Collegians. com­
prising a talented group of jive-inclined ex-service­
men. Besides adding vim and vigour to the 
sports scene by their serc·nading at basketball 
games and the like. these boys entertained at 
Saturday night hops in the men's residence and 
held the limelight during Munro Day festivities. 

In a more classical vein is the Dalhousie Orchestra skippered by able Frank Pad­
more, which has made several successful appearances including a public concert 
at the Nova Scotian in conjunction with the Glee and Dramatic Society. 

This latter group. thanks largely to the tireless efforts of prexie Harry 
Zapplef. is credited with one of the most active and progressive years in 
its history. With H. Leslie Pigott acquired as dramatic director- two 
plays. "The Merchant of Venice" and "You Can't Take It With You." were 
staged before both student and public audiences. A musical comedy. two­
one-act plays and the inevitable Munro Day skit went off with equal success 
uncovering a wealth of musical and dramatic talent. This year some one 
hundred students took an active part in Glee Club productions compared 
with the dozen or so faithfuls who bore the burdens in past years. 

With its schedule uncompleted at this writing. Sodales has split even to 
date in intercollegiate debating honours- losing to U.N.B. but winning to St. 
Dunstans. Interfaculty competItIOn. 
here as elsewhere. emerged from its 
ivory tOWP.T with some nine faculty 
teams battling it out in weekly com­
petition for the coveted Vicount Bennett 
Shield. In the final round Harry 
Rhude's Arts and Science trio emerged 
victors in the fray. 

An improved and modernized format 
brought a much-needed face-lifting to 
the old "Gazette. " Despite the caustic 
diatribes of j. Cricket McGosh and 
the psychological onslaught of drama 
connaisseUT Mort Norman, "America's 
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Oldest Student Publication" managed to come through its regular issues and 
sundry supplements with flying colours. Even Editor Mingo's book-length 
editorials survived the acid test of campus criticism. 

The Citizens' Forum group organized by Professor Richter proved a stimu­
lating medium for debate and discussion with its weekly re unions in the Home­
stead. This same group lent its prestige to 
the almost-defunct Round Table Society for 
jointly sponsored addresses by visiting lecturers. 
Most interesting in this series was Sir Frederick 
Pucklele's talk on "India After The War" 
and Dean Wilson's discourse on "The Funda­
mentals of World Peace." Equally popular 
was an informal chat by E. M . MacDonald 
M.P .. Conservative financial expert, on "Non­
Political Politics" when students got an insight 
into the workings of the Ottawa government 
and personalities in the limelight on Parliament 
Hill. 

Another innovation was the Dalhousie Music 
Club organized by resourceful Keilor Bentley 
which provided its members with aesthetic 
offerings of the Three B's at Wednesday night <!j. 
seances in the Engineers' Common Room. 
Motion pictures and a large stock of recordings 
rounded out the year's program establishing the society's popularity and per­
manency on the campus. 

Le Cercle Francais, meanwhile, was a massing a corps of budding linguists 
in the recesses of Shireff Hall for quarterly get-togethers, Sing-songs, recitations 
and assorted French chatter were featured throughout , while at the final re­
union, dramatic aspirants staged a boiled-down version of Moliere's " Malade 
Imagination" as an encore to last year's performance of "Le Bourgeios Genti l­
homme." Professor LaFeuille graciously presided as " directrice des jeux et 
divertissments" while President Jim Saunders bore the executive burdens . 

Orchids a lso to Editor Bill Pope of this stellar publication whose far-reaching 
schemes for a bigger and better Pharos have met with such success. With a 
$700 combined grant from the Board of Governors and Students' Council in 
the Pharos coffers and student approval to a three dollar per-capita increase 
in the Pharos appropriation- Pope anticipates an even greater improvement 
in the '47 edition of this publication. 
A word should be said here about the student veterans who've proven to be 
such a welcome addition to campus life, distinguishing themselves equally 
in academic and extra-curricu lar pursuits. Their experience and initiative 
have already been felt through the newly organized Dalhousie-Kings Veterans 
Association and the numerous projects and surveys it has sponsored for the 
welfare of its members. 

Finally- a word of commendation to the Students' Council for its direction 
of the various student forums and its work in ascertaining student opinion 
on a university war memorial and a raise in council fees. Judging from the 
over~all success of the organizations under its protective wing , the Council. 
chairmaned by Prexie Sutherland, has taken a far from disinterested stand in 
campus affairs. 
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Taking stock of our remembrances 
of things past, who can forget the annual 
grid-iron classic wi th Acadia here last 
fall? Clear, crisp day , packed bleachers 
and a 5-0 victory for our Tigers. 
Although the customary mid-field en­
counter and ensuing brawl was calle.} off 
by mutual consent- there was no lack of 
the hail and hearty approach as jubilant 
Dalhousians carried their heroes around 
the track on a victory march which , by 
accident , made a detour through the 
Axemen stands. 
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Then there was President Ke "r's inauguration proceedings in mid-November. 
With educatio na l e lite muste red from far and near sporting the colour contrasts 
of sundry academic gowns and hoods. and with the gym decorated in lavish 
fine ry. it prov ided a striking and unforgettable spectacle. 

And of course. there was the much-moo ted Sadie Hawkins Dance in late 
January which managed to surpass all previous reunions of the Dogpatch clan . 
With Hairless Joes. Moonbeam MacSwines and Lonesome Polecats prancing 
about to the rhythms of Don Warner's Collegians- the old clock ticked away 
much too fast and the proverbial "good time was had by all.

With Dalhousie re turning to a peacetime status, sports picked up considerably and the 
year as a whole was fairly successful. Dal can boast of two Maritime Intercollegia te Titles 
won this YEa r and of the commendable showi ng made in all othe r fie lds. 

The a thle tic year started off in high gear with Dal walking away with the Maritime Inter­
collegiate tennis championship a t a meet held here early in October. Interest in tennis was 
do rmant until this year but it would a ppear that there are great potentialities in the personages 
o f such notables as Blair Dunlop, Bill M oreside, Bill Pope, joyce Hart, Marg McPherson, and 
Gwen Dimock. H e re's hoping the inte res t is kept alive. 

The call to rugby was responded to with great enthusiasm by a large number. Coach 
Burnie Ralston had difficu lty in choosi ng thirteen from the wide variety of talent includ ing 
many re turned men . In spite of this the Tigers only came up with three wins and three ties 
out of ten ga mes played. Highlights of the season was the defeat of the Axemen from Acadi a 
to the tune of 5-~'-for the first time in many years. 

Out of four schedu led tilts the Intermediates came through with two wins - a credible 
showing. 

Dal co-eds were not inactive in the fall. Their ground hockey team played four games 
out of which they won one and tied two. They a re to be congratulated on their fin e efforts 
a nd fighting spirit. 

The interest a roused in soccer last yea r was kept alive and increased th is year. Although 
not part icipating in any league the team played several exhibition m a tches, the outcome of 
w hich was encouraging. The instigators of this sport are to be congratulated on their initative. 

Dalhousie representa ti ves in basketball started the season slowly but steadily a nd surely 
picked up until they became a real threat for any team. Under the capable coaching of Keith 
Matthews the Tigers reached the semi-fina ls of the city league but were eliminated by H.M.C.S. 
Stadacona . The Bengals came within three points of copping the N .S. Intercollegiate Cham­
pionship when they los t to St. F . A. 54-52 in overtime. 

Dal staged a M a ritime Intercollegiate Basketball Tournament on March 15- 16 in which 
a ll the leading universities took part. The bra nd of ball was the bes t seen around these parts 
for some t ime. U.N.B. eme rged victorious with Dal being runner-up. 

Dal C ubs were a powerfu l squad this year. They ended up in fourth place in the city 
league bu t were eliminated in the semi -finals. 

The Inte rmediate Co-eds battled to the finals of the city league but lost out to Stadacona 
girls. The senior gi rls were fo rced ou t of Inte rcollegiate play by Acadia but won several ex­
hibition tilts. 

Inter-class gi rls sports we re introduced this year in basketball , badminton, ping-pong.
