The death occurred on May 8th, 1924, of James C. Mackin-
tosh, who had been for many years a very active member of the
Board ard a generous friend of the University. He resigned from
the Board in 1918 on account of declining health.

Graduate Medical Clinie.

The Faculty of Medicine conducted a graduate clinic during
September 6th to September 12th, 1923, in a manner similar to
that inaugurated a year ago. Thirty-three medical men from
outside the city registered for the course, and about the same
number from the city. 5Such warm ammwai of the course was
shown that it was decided to lengthen it hereafter to at least a
fortnight.

Arrangements entered into with King’s College.

In the last Report will be found an account of t'll('-]!l't-‘lll‘f'l:l_m.l'?:
discussions between representatives of Dalhousie and King's

concerning cooperative working, on the basis of an offer lllll'ldﬂ t
King's by the Carnegie Corporation and accepted by the repre
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sentatives of King's. The essence of this offer was that the Cor-
poration were to grant to King's College $600,000, which with the
present $200,000 invested funds of King's (with the exception of
about $568,000 earmarked for the support of instruction in divinity)
were to be set aside as permanent endowment, the income to be
used solely for the maintenance and support of instruction in
Arts for the combined students of Dalhousie and King's. This
ant was to be conditional upon King’s securing at least $400 000
rom other sources before July 1st, 1925 (later changed to 1926),
to be used for the purpose of establishing herself at Halifax. In
the meantime the Corporation was to grant to King's $30,000
annually for the above purposes. King's further was to hold in
abeyance her degree-granting powers, to agree with Dalhousie
upon the departments of instruction in which the staff on the
Ifi‘ng'u Foundation were to be appointed, and upon a common
scale of salaries. If consistent with due economy, King's fresh-
men students might receive their instruction in Arts subjects by
themselves. King's Was to be represented on the Board of Gov-
ernors and the Senate of the University, Dalhousie was to havea
veto on the nominations by King's of all proposed members of the
staff on the King's Foundation. If King's should qualify for
the outright grant of $600,000 she could thereafter only retire
from the association with Dalhousie by sacrificing to the latter all
funds provided by the Corporation for endowment. The Cor-
poration’s sole object, as expressed by one of their officers, was
“the permanent strengthening of an efficient centre of higher
education in the Maritime Provinces."

These terms having been accepted by King's were later in
their general scope accepted also by Dalhousie, and the sub-com-
mittee of representatives of the two institutions, Mr. G. Fred
Pearson and President Mackenzie for Dalhousie, and President
Boyle and Mr. R. V. Harris for King's, proceeded to embody them
in an instrument of agreement. This was done and the docu-
ment so prepared was presented to the two Boards.

Building Operations.

Shirreff Hall was opened for the reception of students in Sep-
tember, 1923,  The University was most fortunate in its selection
of Miss E. Margaret Lowe as the first Warden of the Hall. Under
her capable direction and management the residence was an in-
stant success.  Lhe building proved also to be admirably adapted
to the purposes [or which it was intended, and the experience of a
vear has sugpested few ('It;mgrh. The number of students who
were accommodated, eighty-eight, filled it practically to its capa-
t'il_\, and nl'.]}' [:},' [|'|,‘1l{i1|p‘" some of the larger single rooms into
double rooms can the expected increase for the coming year be
provided for,

The central Power Plant was finished in the late summer of
1923 in time {or the ”I'l'“i“,t'. of the session, and has |:t'n\'ttt’f both
successiul and economiecal. It provides the heating for the For-
rest Building, the Medical Sciences Laboratory and the Public
Health Clinic.

The Medical Sciences Laboratory was not fully taken over
and occupied until the beginning of the year 1924. It also has
been eminently satisfactory. In it are housed the School of Phar-
macy, and the departments of Physiology, Biochemistry, Phar-
macology and Hygiene.
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The Public Health and Out-patient Clinic was finished in the
spring of 1924, and is a very valuable addition to the facilities
which the medical school now possesses for the training of future
medical practitioners. It rounds out in a most com plete way the
opportunities for clinical teaching, and provides at the same time
a medical gervice of the best kind for those in the community who
cannot afford to pay for medical advice and attendance. It was
not opened for actual use until the end of the summer of 1924.

Financial Statement.

At the end of this Report statements are given of the receipts
and expenditures in the Current Account for the financial year
1923-24, and the standing of the 1920 (Centennial) Building and
Endowment Fund on June 30th, 1924.

The Current Receipts have passed the $200,000 mark and are
$26,622.89 greater than for the previous year. Over $17,000.00 of
this is due to the increased amount of revenue from the Rocke-
feller and Carnegie Fund which became available, On the other
hand it is to be noted that the provincial government withdrew
the small grant of $1,200.00 which they had made for many years
to the Medical School. On account of the decrease in the number
of students the income from fees was less than that for 1922-23 by

$4,797.69.

The Current Expenditures, amounting to $216,103.29, are
greater than those of the previous year by $22,00044. The
greater part of this, $17,679.27, is due to the cost of the increased
staff and equipment in the Medical School, paid from the Rocke-
feller and Carnegie Fund revenue referred to above.

The accumulated deficit in the Current Account had on June
80th, 1924, reached a total of $77,106.28. Until new endowments
for general purposes are received this deficit must increase by
about $20,000 per year.

The aggregate receipts of the Centennial Building and Endow-
ment Fund increased during the year by $105,822.24, made up of
subscriptions paid in, $BB,954.17, interest and profit on sale of se-
curities, $20,9};B.22. and miscellaneous, $999.85.

Of this Fund $877,621.69 has been put into investments, to
rtly offset which there is a temporary overdraft of $91,494.54;
$1,109,149.98 has been expended in construction, and $49,944.56
is miscellaneous expenditure.

Science, Law and Theolo y, and by said Chapter 66 was incorporated as afore-
said as a body politic .-mﬁ corporate having a common seal and succession for-
ever under the name of "“Governors of King's College, Windsor,” and so incor-
porated was granted all the usual privileges of a university with the powers of

administration necessary for the management of its affairs and executing the
purposes of its foundation,

AND WHEREAS, from time to time various ¢fforts have been made to
promote some scheme of federation, and particularly at a conference of the r
presentatives of the various institutions held at Halifax, December 12th, A, 1.,
1822, at which a plan of federation was unanimously agreed to contingent upon
the acceptance of the same by the authorities of the various institutions having
lva\.l\'t't' in that behalf and the obtaining of adequate government or other finan
cial assistance,

The Chairman then laid on the table the Financial
Statement for the year 1930-31, and Estimates for 1931-32,
Copies were distributed among the members present, and the
statement was fully discussed.

In presenting the Estimates for 1931-32, the Chairman
stated that the tota estimated expenditure was $323,93L
an increase of $17,284. over last year.

- He explained the items of the estimates which called
for an increased expenditure, as well as those which
indicated a decrease in expenditure, and pointed out that
the larger items of increased expenditure were to be found
under the headings: "General Univeresity expenses" and "Arts
and Science School"., Under the former.heading the net
increase, for some savings had been effected, was principally
due to increased administrative salaries and the pension to
Dr. MacKenzie, both of which had previously been voted by
the Board, and the increase of interest due to money
borrowed with which to erect the new gymnasium. In the
Arte and Science School cerftain increases in salary to
members of the staff, which had been previously voted by
the Board, came into effect, amounting to over $5,000. In
the Law School the estimates indicated an increase of
expenditure of about $1,341., while in the Medical School
there would be a reduced expenditure of $688, The Dental
School estimates also showed a decrease of $UOL, Therd
was also an increase in the expense of heating, lighting, and
meintaining the buildings of the University attributable to
longer hours of use and to making provision for the new
gymnasiums On the income side the Chairman pointed out
that there would be an increase in fees received from students
approximating $5,000., as well as an increase in income
from investments. The total income was estimated at
298,391, After -a generzl discussion, in which the
details of expenditure and income were fully canvassed,
the estimates were approved.

| Assistant Dean of Medicine

l The University has been called upon
!tu deeply mourn the sad loss incurred
| by the death of one of its most capable
| administrators, Dr, Hattie, who, for
|nine vears had occupied the position
of assistant dean of the Dalhousie
Medical School, With great unex-
‘pectedness, the Grim essenger of
death came on December bth, remov=
ling from our midst an active, noble
|gentleman, a kindly, learned teacher,
land a devoted and esteemed member
‘of the Medical profession.

Dr. Hattie was a Nova Scotian, born
in Pictou county in the year 1870
' His early education was received at
| Pictou Academy, proceeding later to
[ McGill where he graduated in Medi-
cine while still a mere youth. Since
then, Dr. Hattie has had a distin-
guished career, winning wide rnr.u}.;ni-
tion not only in his native province
but throughout Canada as a medical
men of outstanding ability. :

In 1898, Dr. Hattie was appointed
Superintendent of the Nova Scotia
Hospital and for a number of years
rendered invaluable service to that
institution. Then, after a term of
office as Provincial Public Health
officer, he became Assistant Dean of
Dalhousie Medical School which post
he filled with great acceptance until
his death. :

. During his sojourn at Dalbousie, he
'was ever a source of inspiration both
to the staff and students alike, in that
he posscssed those traits of character
which marked him as a man of culture.
He was an industrious worker, a dili-
gent student thoroughly conversant
with the most recent developments in
medical science, earnestly interested
in the welfare of the students, a keen

observer of human nature, sympathe-
tie, tolerant, loyal, courteous, trust-
worthy, and a man of great moral
courage.

As a teacher, Dr, Hattie was par-
ticularly suited to his calling. His
genial nature in the class-room was
alwavys in evidence, His lectures show-
ed ~that his knowledge ‘was extensive.
Not only as a teacher, but as a writer,
his literary ability of no mean order,
enabled him to write very interestingly,
chiefly on subjects of professional in-
terest.

As Assistant dean, he was always
ready to listen to a student’s problem.

The memory of lives such as this
will be reverently and forever shared
not by the profession alone, not by
the Dniversity alone, but by the
thousands of people throughout this
province and the Dominion who had
the privilege of knowing him.

His loss to Dalhousie will never be
forgotten. He has won an everlasting
place in the history of this university
as one of ita great men. '

After practlising
for some years in Pictou, he egtablished himself
as a consultant and surgeon at Halifax in 1894,

He was fully equipped for this branch of the Fro-
fession by his training under and with Lord Lister,
His skill was known to his professional brethern
and his services were sought for 1in every part of
the Province,

The medical profession took every opportunity
to show ite appreciation of one of its members who,
by his skill and outstanding character, added lus-
tre to their callinz, He was Fresident of the Pro-
vincial Medical Seciety and of the Medical Council
of Canada and in 1918 he was elected a Fellow in
the Royal College of Surgeons of Edinburgh. Mc-
6111 (1911), Eminburgh (1914), Dalhousie (1819),
conferred on him their Honorary Degrees,

When the War Office 1in 1915 advieed that it
would gladly accept a Statlionary Hospital for ser-
vice 1ir France, Dr. Stewart accepted the command
and served in France and at the Headguarters of

the Canadian Medical Corps until the terminatiom
6f the War. Upon his return to Canada, in 1919,
he was honoured by the appreciation of his fellow
citizens and professional brethern for his service
Overseas, , '

Dr. Stewart began his medical studies at the
Halifax Medical College before its amalgamation
with Dalhousie ard Became a member of tis teaching
staff in 1894, After the Medical College "Wwas
taken over, Dr. Stewart became Professor of Sur-

. gery in 1913; its Dean in 1919, only retiring from
that position two years ago.

This Minute ought not to close without & tri-
bute to Dr., Stewart's loveable, personal qualities.

The year 1§3L-35,
however, showed & deficit of $30,019.95, pertiaglly owing
to shrinkege from invested funds. The position of interest
revenue for the coming yeer hes been improved.

Looking forwerd to the year 1935-36, his committee
could not speek with certeinty but precsent lndications sare
thet with the hlgher scale of fees for slien students, the
increase in reglstration, etc., the revenue will exceed thet
of lest year by $15,000 to $16,000. If these totels ere
reached, and with the support of cther funds, it should be
posslble to beleance the: budget this yesr.

in 1814 @gnd incidentally resulted in the birth of the
