EDICAL VALEDICTORY.

Mr. President, Ladies and Gentlenum : · 
As it has been the custom during the p t few vear to have a hort 

addre s from the Meuical students as an excepient to the exerci es of 
the day, I have been cho en to say a few words of far w 11 to our pro­
fessors, fellow-students and friend . Although to-day we graduate from 
the University, yet as studPnts we belong to the Halifax Medical College, 
which, though still small, is, we are happy to say teadily growing, and 
since the beginning of ouT course many improv m nt h· ,.e b en 
effected, Great change have been made in i curricuh.tru, and new 
appliances to aid the tudents have been procure . 

Last year the Anatomy clnss-room wa furni hed with new models 
and skeletons, giving the student.q every opportunit.v to tudy that very 
important branch of our courae. This year a valuabl clition to the 
courso of lectures has been mAde in the appointm nt of Dr. tewart as 
lecturer and demonstrator in the subject of Pathological Anatomy. In 
this excellent clas the stud nt receive in truction in the mode of 
growth of diseased proce s, and in .. their examination under the 

·micro cope. 
the advantage which our College offer in th way of acquiring a 

ptactical knowledge of medicine are by no mean insignifica~t; an~ ?ur 
hospital ad van tog~ are, we think, cond to n.one ot.h r m obta1n1~g 
clinical knowledge of ruo t of the di ea e whtch will confron~ u In 
practice. The larger hoRpital may how a gr ater numb r of d1 ea , 
yet none affords the tuden better opportunitie und privil ge.._ to tudy 
the various forms of di ease for thc·m h• s. 

The tudent may fail to retain all that he h h arrl :n the College 
lectures, but that knowledge which he ha acquired by a tunl expe~en~e 
in the wards of the ho pi tal will be be t rem em oor d and u ed by htm tn 
the practice of hiR profe ion. ew ward have b en OJ n d in the 
hospitaJ, and the num bet· of ita patients i increa in . The laboratory of 
the hospital ha been improved during the p t y. nr,-~r .. t by a _new 
microtome to aid in the study of 1 tholQily, and Again durmg the tnter 
the government generously provided the ho pital with a n ' mic~ope, 
under which the tuden l1ave been able to ob rve man of the nnuute 
forms of organic lift-, which are so abundant, and are the cau c of many 
of the disease so pre,·a!ent to-day. 

For the~ privileges we owe much to the U]'erinteudent of tb 
ho pi tal, ho epent much time and labor in obtaining t ~e f?r t~e 
btanefit of hi cia . The diRCovery of the germ , and th tr relHtton tn 
the causation of di , has opened ne method of treatment. 'fhe 

I 
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theory of toxines and anti-toxines has been attracting the attention of 
the medical world during the past year, and the succes8es along these 
lines bid fair to les en the mortality arising from some of the dread 
diseases which have hitherto often proved fatal, notwithstanding all the 
treatment used to preserve the lives of those attacked. 

The class, which I have been chosen to represent this afternoon, is 
the lar~e t th~~ has ever gra?uated fr?m the University in the depart­
ment of meu.teme, and I thmk that In other respects it will compare 
favourably With our predeces ors. We can say to-day that the University 
is a firm believer in "vYoman's Rights" in medicine as well as in arts. 
Among our number to-day is one lady gl'aduate, the second to obtain the 
degree from the University. Hitherto it has been a common custom 
for tudent , afte1· havina completed their course here, to go elsewhere 
for a higher education, but I nm glad to say that our college has so 
improved that the rev r"e can now be done, and one of our number 
who recently graduated in the neighbouring republic, has come back t~ 
Halifax for his second degree. 

}"or the past four years we have been preparing ourselves for what 
i to be our life's work, and to-day we stand upon the threshold of that 
work, and it is but natural that we should look forward to the fhture 
and a k our elves what that future is to be, and what are to be our 
ideal , and the goals toward which we strive. No profeRsion makes 
greater call upon jts followers than that of medicine. In season and 
out of ca on the doctor i.3 liable to be called upon ; in fact every hour 
of the twenty-four, for every day in the year, may be said to be the 
doctor's seaso~. He has to be ever ready to carry out his duties, which 
have for thdr aim the relief of suffering. To the physician is mad~ 
known the dark siue of life with its suffering, which is hiduen to the 
re t of the world ; and we think that if the object to be attained by him, 
and al o hi dutie at all times to the profes ion were more fully con-
id red, the iuea that familiarity with di ea e les~ens the sympathy that 

the doctor feels towards his patient, would be seen to be ail entirely 
mi tuken one. · 

To ou1· Pro.fes ors : ur r lations as pupils and teacherQ have been 
of the mo t plen ant kind, anu in taking leave of you, we mu t in our 
feeble way expre our gratitude to you for your kindness to us <luring 
the past year~. You have p nt much time in trying to in til into us 
orne knowletlge of our profe sion, which time. if you had been Je s 

un elfi h, might have been pent in bringing to yourselves more of the 
benefit~ of thi world. Anu if we are as true to our elves as you have 
b en to u , we believe that our success in the future will be as ·ure

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LOUISBURG A.S IT IS TO.·DAY. 

1\ T 0 one can walk amid the ruins of a once proud city 
W ~ unmoved. When we think of the hopes that clustered 

around the fortress of Louisburg. That it was the 
pride of France ; the product of her greatest military 

skill, and the centre from which her troops were to go forth con-
quering and to conquer, until coveted America should be brought 
under thejlcur-de.-hs. Think also what a shadow its presence 
cast on every British fireside in Nova Scotia and New Enaland. 
This inveterate enemy who, too often, stooped so low as t~ stir 
up the blood thirsty savage against them to take cowardly 
revenge, were now so strongly intrenched in their neighbour­
hood. But both hopes and fears were unrealized . Where once 
the beauty and strength of France were wont to meet , and the 
sound of revelry was often heard , now we only hear the curlew's 
shrill cry, and the moanin~ of the billows aaainst its ruaaed

coast, and see only the lone fisher spread his nets. 
The town of Louisburg, built in 1720, was situated on a 

point of land between Gabarus Bay and Louisburg Harbor. It 
was surrounded by a wall from 30 to 36 feet high, and from 8 to 
10 feet broad, and outside the wall was a deep ditch 8o feet 
wide. On the wall was a parapet to cover the troops while 
fighting on the wall. On the land side there were two bastions 
and two demi-bastions to defend the city ; and the west aate 
which was the principal entrance, was defended by <& battery. ,. 
On the eastern side two bastions frowned over the batteries, 
and another guarded the city on the beach in front. There were 
on the north side five gates openinO' to the wharves, and on the 
walJ there were 100 guus mounted to guard the landing of 
troops and ammunition. Six wide streets ran east and west, 
and seven north and south. The· population is variously esti­
mated, but 10,000 at least resided there before the second 
capture in 1758. 

] ust opposite the entrance to the harbour may be seen the 
ruins of Grand Battery. Heaps of rocks and mounJs of earth 
point out the place. Its position show how well it~ ·could defend 
the harbour. Battery Island stands at the entrance of the 
harbour, and vessels in entering must p1ss within a furlong of it. 
The French found this a bare rock, but they carried earth there, 
and the farmers still cut hay on the islet after the lapse of a 
hundred and fifty years. The walls of the buildings are almost 
crumbled to dust. Some historians maintain that the story of 
the chain extending from the I~!and to Light Hous\! Point is 
fiction, but there may be een still whl!re a great many eye-bolts 
were put in the rock Holes we~ drilled in the flanty rock, and 
molten lead poured in to keep the bolts firm. You can see no 
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other purpose that these could serve. I. did not find any ~ork, 
however, on the mainland whet e the chaan was fastened. L•ght­
house Point, across from the island, is natural!y fortified, and they 
easily threw up a fort there. Remains of the old light-hou~e 
may still be seen. Inside this point the French had thetr 
marine slip to repair their vessels. 

The shore all along this coast is very rugged, and landing is 
almost impossible, but at this time every place was fortifi.ed for 
three or four miles in opposite directions. At Henntngton 
Cove, so ca11ed after one of the English frigates, you can see ~he 
remains of their fortification still. The difficulty of landtng 
troops along the coast, even if no enemy was nea~, would be 
great. What must it have been when the sea was h1gh. and the 
enemy strongly entrenehed. A visit to those rugged, rocky 
shores, will help us to understand the hardy courage. of those 
raw recruits v.•hose homes were threatened by the ex1stence of 
this city. Along this shore a hundred brave hearts lie buried. 

But after they had landed, an almost impassible marsh cut 
them off from the cit). The mud is very soft and de~p, a.nd 
besides there are deep ruts filled with water. Across thts mtry 
swamp: those heroes dragged their supplies. ~,fter c~ossing the 
marsh tlrey took up their position on Green Hatl , a shght ele~a­
tion west of the town. From this place as a centre, they earned 
on their attacks on the town till outpost after outpost yielded, 
and the city at last feil into their hands. Two years after the 
second capture Commodore Byron, grandfather of the poet, razed 
its walls to the ground, leaving only a few of the shatt~red 
private houses standing. To-day a mound of earth ab~ut eaght 
fe~t high, marks where the walls stood, and the foundations of a 
few of the buildings may yet be seen. Two set~ of bound.-pro?f 
casements where the civilians took refuge dunng the seage, ts 
fairly well preserved. They are built of a harJ white stone 
found in the neighbourhood. 

Outside the wall on Black Point was the Hospital of St. 
Jean, a handsome stone structure, aud .still further out is the 
French burying ground. A rough granlle stone m~rks the rest­
ing place ot three sons of France. O.n a f~~ of these lett\!rs were 
carved but time has made them untntelhgtble. All the graves 
point ~ast and west, with one exception. Whet~er a traitor or 
hero lies here I know not. 1\ few fishermen restde where the 
Old Town stood. The village of to-day is Clustered around the 
opposite end <?f the .harbor. Though . it i~ small, we hope its 
interest in future w1ll not be wholly htstoncal. It has already 
been chosen as a winter port by the progressive .Dominio~ Co~l 
Company, but many are sanguine enough to ~eheve that 1t w~ll 
be made the Atlantic terminus of the Canadtan system of rail­
ways. Its nearness to Great Britain and its excellen\t harbour, 
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eminently fit it to be the winter-port of Canada. There we find 
a solution of that vexed problem, and St. John need not an·noy 
Halifax nor Halifax St. John. 

A writer in an American magazine o.f August last, gives an 
account of his visi~ to Louisburg, in which he relates some 
interesting conversations he had \Vith the French people of that 
place. He will feel less eager to trust his imagination when he 
sha11 learn that there is not a single Frenchman residing in the 
neighbourhood. 

A monument is to be erected at Louisburg in honor of 
Pepperell, to be unveiled on the rgth of June next. It is to be 
situated where Duchambon is said to have surrendered. The 
American and British governments will be represented at the 
celebration, and an opportunity will be given to see the place 
again with military accompaniments. It is we11 that such deeds 
of heroism should not be left unnoticed. This colonel of militia 
with his undrilled yeomen fearlessly came to besiege this 
Dunkirk vf America, garrisoned by 2000 men, many of whom 
were veterans. Many would have laughed at his military tactics. 
Commodore Warren , with his school-boy jealousies, rendered 
him but little assistance. But these yeomen, sturdy of heart if 
not skil1ed of har1d, faced the frowning batteries of the enemy~ 
and outpost after outpost was taken, till the city lay at their feet. 
Such heroism we need to commemorate in these days of peace, 
lest we forget to love our Janel. As you walk amid those old 
ruins and think that these n1en did not count their Jives dear to 
them for their country's sake and yours, your patriotic pulse 
must needs beat stronger, and make you resolve to be a worthier 
catizen of a blood-bought land. 

Love thou thy land, with love far brought
