Liberals Appoint Massey To
New Governmenl Sinecure

-® OTTAWA, Mar. 13— (PUC) —
Prime Minister Louis St. Laurent
announced last night before the
Commons that the Right Honour-
able Vincent Massey had been ap-
pointed to the post of Governor
General of Canada.

The announcement followed a
concerted demand by the Liberals
that with the possible abolishment
of the present system of party
appointments to the Senate in the
next five or ten years it was im-
perative that a new sinecure be
established for old and deserving
members of the party.

The Prime Minister’s. statement
came as no surprise to the Oppo-
sition members of Parliament but
put an end to months of specula-
tion among the government mem-
bers as to which old and trusted
member of their ranks would be
the lucky boy.

The Nova Scotia’ M.P.s would
not comment on the appointment
other than to say that while it
was unfortunate that Mr. St.
Laurent had not seen fit to' choose
a Nova Scotian since they had
been one of the first to jump on
the Liberal band wagon back in
1933, they were sure the Prime
Minister knew what was best for
them.

In making the statement Mr.
St. Laurent said that while others
had been considered for the post
it was considered advisable to ap-
point someone who would out-
British the British and so still all
possible unfavorable comment.
When this was taken into consid-
eration he said, Mr. Massey was
the only logical Liberal choice.
