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CHRIS ARTHUR was born in Belfast and lived for many years in
Northern Ireland. He read Religious Studies at the University of
Edinburgh (MA 1978; PhD 1982), before becoming Gifford research
fellow at the University of St. Andrews. He now lectures at the
University of Wales. His latest book is a collection of essays on
religion and education (Biting the Bullet, St. Andrew Press, 1990).

JUSTIN ASKINS teaches English at Radford University in Virginia,
where he is on the graduate faculty. His poems, articles, essays, book
reviews and photographs have appeared in a number of magazines
and newspapers. Besides writing regularly about the natural world,
he is working on a literary study of deep ecology.

CHRIS FERNS is a member of the English Department at Mount Saint
Vincent Umversity in Halifax. He has recently completed a full-
length study of the relationship between ideology and narrative in
utopian fiction.

HAMISH GUTHRIE was born in Toronto and now lives in Hamilton.
He teaches English and Drama at a high school in Oakville, Ontario.
His poems have appeared in Poetry Toronto, The Antigonish
Review and the Yale Literary Magazine. Two of his poems will be
published in the Fiddlehead in the near future.

STEVEN HEIGHTON’s poetry, fiction, and essays have appeared in
many Canadian, British, and American magazines. His first collec-
tion of poetry, Stalin’s Carnival (Quarry, 1989) wonthe C.A.A.’s Air
Canada Award and the Gerald Lampert Memorial Award.
