A. B. Knowlton had her left eye so
severely hurt when it was struck by a golf ball that removal was
necessary.

Kenora, Ont., Aug. 26—Constable Terry W. Higgins is suffering
from poisoning in his arm from a bite on the hand by a large spider.

Sturgis, Sask., Aug. 17—Tossed several times by a bull, Nick Toma
had his arm broken, his chest crushed and ribs smashed before
he was able to get clear of the animal.

Rosseau, Ont., Aug. 14—Postmaster H. F. C. Jones suffered a
burn on his arm and was momentarily blinded when a letter which
contained toy caps exploded as he was stamping it.

New Westminster, B. C., Aug. 17—W. Williamson, Surrey, was
run down by his own car and suffered injuries to his legs, when
it suddenly started as he lay beneath, making adjustments.

Winnipeg, Man., Aug. 18—When part of a fire-escape at J. L.
